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B Installation Procedure
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Install the Top Rail and the Top Rail Inner Guide

(1) Insert the Top Rail End Caps to Both ends of the Top Rail.

(2) Mark the position that the Monarch Plus Screen  is to be installed.
Remove the double-sided tape backing from the upper surface of the
Top Rail. Making certain that the Sash Bar Guide is facing inside
the room align the inside face of the Top Rail Cap with the inside
face of the door frame (or the pre determined fixing position) and
affix the Top Rail temporarily with the double-sided tape.

(3) Push the Top Rail End Caps towards the jamb on both ends of the Top
Rail and fix the Top Rail in position with 4# X 16mm Panhead Screws.

(4) Fit the Top Rail Inner guide to the Top Rail.

Install the Floor Guide

Clean the surface that the Floor Guide is to be installed.

Put a mark 20mm from the inner surface position, which is the centreline
of the Floor Guide. Remove the backing from the double-sided tape.
Align the centre of the Floor Guide V-Groove with the mark. Centre the
Floor Guide equally between each jamb, press the Floor Guide firmly
in position ensuring it is straight along its length.

Pull the Roller Base out of the housing at the top of the Sliding Sash Cap.
Make sure the Anti Lift Stop on the Main Component Set is facing the
inside of the room.

Caution : :
Make sure the Main Component Set is correctly located over the Floor

Guide. Ensure the Main Component Set is set hard against the Floor Guide.
Note: If there is a gap between the Main Component Set and the floor
surface, the screen may not perform properly.

Pull the centre parts of the Top Rail Inner Guides out of the Top Rail. Join
the guides with the Inner Rail Joiner. Replace the Top Rail Inner Guides
back inside the Top Rail.

(6] Install the Roller Base

Remove the black tape from the Main Component Set. Insert the Roller
Base into the Inner Rail Joint full stop. Retain the Roller Bases in
position using the M4 X 16mm Thrushead Screw.

Adjust the Anti Lift Stop

(1) Loosen the setscrew on the Sash
Bar Guide, push the guide hard up
against the Vertical Sash Housing
Frame and tighten the setscrew.

(2) Push the Anti Lift Stop hard up
against the Sash Bar Guide and
tighten the screw.

Adjust the Sash Operation

Caution

The system is designed to have some slack in the cord when the Main
Component Set is installed. Be sure to adjust the cord.

Inset a flat head screwdriver into the notch in the Sliding Sash Cover at the
top of the Sliding Sash and force open the cover.

Tighten the 2" screw cord in the Sliding Sash making the cord evenly
taught on both sides.

The cord will be taut by
tightening the 27 cord
screw.

If opening or shutting operation is tight or the Sliding Sash is not parallel,
use the following procedure to adjust the cord.

(2) Insert the Cord Hook into the hole on the inner side of the Top Inner
Rail Guide and latch it over the cord.
